This letter is a final response to your request for information pursuant to the Freedom of
Information Act (FOIA), 5 U.S.C. § 552, dated December 14, 2021 and received in the FOIA
Service Center (FSC) on December 14, 2021. Your request was forwarded to the Federal
Student Aid (FSA) to search for documents that may be responsive to your request.

You requested the following:

1. All documents, issued between December 2018 to present, constituting a notice of the
Department’s intent to limit an IHE’s participation in Title IV Programs. Such a notice would be
provided by the Department to the IHE and issued pursuant to 34 C.F.R. § 668.86.

2. All documents constituting a notice provided to an IHE or third-party servicer, issued between
December 2018 to present and pursuant to 34 C.F.R. § 668.86, of the Department’s intent to
limit a third-party servicer’s eligibility to contract with institutions participating in Title IV
Programs.

Staff from FSA informed the FSC that after a search of their files, they were unable to locate any
documents that were responsive to your request.

You have the right to seek assistance and/or dispute resolution services from the Department’s
FOIA Public Liaison or the Office of Government Information Services (OGIS). The FOIA
Public Liaison is responsible, among other duties, for assisting in the resolution of FOIA
disputes. OGIS, which is outside the Department of Education, offers mediation services to
resolve disputes between FOIA requesters and Federal agencies as a non-exclusive alternative to
litigation.
